1. The year, make and model of your vehicle
The approximate mileage and general condition of the vehicle
3. Your vehicle identification number (VIN). This 17-digit number can be found on

your registration, your title, and your insurance policy. It can also be found on your
car, near the base of the windshield, usually on the left-hand side. Some older
vehicles have the VIN number on the left-hand door post or the outer end of the
driver’s side door.

Please fill-out the entire form attached with this page. We will follow-up with you as soon as we
receive your information.

After you submit this information, we will be in contact with the owner to arrange for transfer.
You will be required to submit an original title (sorry no photo copies). We will not tow a
vehicle until we receive the title in hand. You will be mailed a Donation letter from the CUSC
club. The Donation letter will be issued in the name on the title.
